[bookmark: _GoBack]Ideas for using a hundred square at home.
· Place a counter over a number. Which number is covered up?

· Colour the even numbers red and the odd numbers blue. Can you see a pattern?

· Play board games like Snakes and Ladders.

· Count in 5s, 3s or 4s etc. from a given number. Colour each number in orange, is there a pattern?

· Cut up a hundred square and challenge the child to put it back together in under 2 minutes. 

· Fill in the missing numbers on a 100 square.

· Cut a hundred square with missing numbers into sections. Can the child fill in the missing numbers without looking at a complete 100 square?  
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
